Overview:

For the final project, you will build a XML web application that is dynamic through its use of data feeds. This project will be done in groups of 2-3 students (teams are listed below).

Your team will determine what kind(s) of information you will incorporate. The information can be XML feeds you find online or a feed your team produces (this can include feeds built for mid-term projects) or a combination of both. 

Choose one of the following two assignments for your final:

Steve Dietz has written that “data-poesis” is the act of freeing data for a different trajectory other than its inherent or assumed purpose. (See this article http://switch.sjsu.edu/web/v5n3/C-1.html by Dietz.) Create an application that creatively utilizes data feeds. How can data express your own vocabulary, desires or opinions?
Web 2.0 is described as more participatory, user-organized and collective than Web 1.0. Create an application that depends upon user input and participation as well as data feeds to provide or encourage new forms of social interaction.
